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Comments by the Editor: 
Note that it appears that these new regulations in CPC-2-0-03 Issue 4 only apply to towers being 
erected for transmitting purposes, it does not appear that Industry Canada will be attempting to enforce 
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them on people erecting towers for receive-only purposes such as a TV antenna support tower beside 
your house. This may allow a Ham to erect a tower with a TV antenna
support wire antennas such as a dipole, sloper or inverted
a TV antenna? In some communities though, the LUA restricts the erection of any tower no matter fo
what purpose. 
Some of the exclusions mentioned in 9.2.2 may permit a ham to initially install a 15m high antenna, 
and then “upgrade” it to one up to 25% taller (an 18.75m or 61.5 feet) at a later date (hmm, I wonder 
how many “upgrades” a person could do?). (VE3RRD)
